NOTES 

1. Sign-in 

a. Committee Members in attendance: J. Boucher, Public Works; M. Salmon, Board of Selectmen; K. Mertz, Planning Board; K. Beswick, New Hampton School: Chief Sawyer, Police; Chief Clement, Fire. Also attending: D. Jeffers, LRPC. 

2. The Committee reviewed the updated map and the Critical Facilities list: 

a. clarifying locations of critical facilities: 

i. The Village Precinct Sewage Facility is on Mill Lane 

ii. The Village Precinct Electrical Substation is behind the Fire Station. 

iii. New Hampton Community School is at 191 Main Street 

iv. Straits Road should not be listed as an Evacuation Route. 

v. Dickerman Dam on NH 132 near the center of town is seen as vital; water coming over the dam and washing out the road is seen as a concern. 

b. Historical hazards 

i. 2-3 years ago Harper’s Brook Bridge along Pit Rd. had a hole in it. 

ii. The Pine Meadows development regularly floods due to poor drainage. The homes had to be sandbagged last year. 

iii. There has been frequent flooding at Pemi Shores due to both a beaver dam and the need for a larger culvert along Old NH Route 104. 

iv. Flooding occurs at the bridge along Winona Rd. at the Center Harbor town line (at the south end of the lake). 

v. The flooding of 1978 rendered the roads impassable at these culverts and the Central St. Bridge into Bristol was flooded. 

c. Other areas identified 

i. There is a “Red Listed” bridge along Brook Rd. 

ii. A culvert along Coolidge Woods Rd needs an 8 foot extension. 

iii. Shingle Camp Hill Rd needs catch basins – Phase I engineering has begun on this project 

iv. Several culverts were noted as being the focal point of flooding: 

1. the first culvert on Blake Hill Rd 

2. the second culvert on Old Bristol Rd. 

3. Dana Hill Rd at McGoon Brook. 

v. Beavers are active in the pond at the end of Carter Mtn. Rd.; this could have an impact on Brook Rd. 

vi. Upper Pond Rd is becoming a Fire Pond 

vii. An additional gas station across from the NH DOT fuel station was identified along with an area of proposed new commercial development at Exit 23, new residential developments along Old Bristol Rd and Dana Hill Rd. 

viii. No infrastructure changes are anticipated in the Village Precinct area. 

3. Potential Hazards 

a. The committee began identifying the potential hazards that might impact New Hampton. Geographic area, extent of damage, Probability of Occurrence, and Vulnerability were ranked for seven potential hazards. Committee members were to rank the remaining potential hazards and be prepared to discuss these at the next meeting.
